PRA Student Leadership and Service Awards

The PRA Student Leadership and Service Awards are offered yearly to a Pennsylvania undergraduate and graduate student who are majoring in the field of rehabilitation.  The students should be recognized as providing outstanding service, leadership, advocacy and/or applied research contributions in rehabilitation and/or to persons with disabilities.  

Award winners will receive:  

$200 Cash

PRA Award Certificate

Recognition on the PRA Website

Free Admission to the PRA Professional Development Institute if available that year

The criteria and process of determination for the awards will be as follows:

(1) Student must be a Pennsylvania resident who is currently enrolled in a program of study at a university in the field of rehabilitation or has graduated from such a program within one year of the date of the nomination

(2) Student is expected to have made a substantial contribution to the field of rehabilitation in one of the four domains:

a. Direct Service – documentation of substantial volunteer services to persons with disabilities or service efforts that clearly exceed those related to one’s job duties.

b. Leadership – documentation of being a catalyst for other students to involve themselves in activities that result in improved quality of life for people with disabilities.

c. Advocacy – documentation of working toward development of opportunities and/or removal of barriers that affect the lives of people with disabilities.

d. Applied Research – documentation of research contributions in rehabilitation and/or for persons with disabilities.

Rehabilitation educators can nominate up to three students per program.  The award winners will be determined by the PRA Awards Committee.
